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A 
 recent post on one of the Thun-
derbird forums caught my atten-
tion and made me do some 
research that I wanted to share 

with you.  It is about a federal ñCash for 
Clunkersò program that was proposed a 
few months ago and may be gaining mo-
mentum as a new president and con-
gress start in January. 

 

A former vice chairman of the Federal 
Reserve and now professor of Econom-

ics and Public 
Affairs at Prince-
ton University, 
Alan Blinder, wrote 
an editorial in the 
NY Times on July 
27, 20081. He pro-
posed a consolida-
tion of several 
state programs 

into a federal program that will pay own-
ers of older vehicles for their ñclunkersò.  
Mr. Blinder says this ñholds the promise 
of performing a remarkable public policy 
trifecta ð stimulating the economy, im-
proving the environment and reducing 

income inequality all at the same time.ò 

 
Though each point may be argued, I 
would like to concentrate on Mr. Blinderôs 
supporting information; unnamed Califor-
nia and Texas studies.  The California 
study estimated that vehicles 13 years 
old and older accounted for 25 percent of 
the miles driven but 75 percent of all pol-
lution from cars in the state.  He further 
states that in a Texas study older cars 
ñspew 10 to 30 times as much pollution 
as newer cars.ò   Because of these 
ñfactsò Mr. Blinder proposes that a fed-
eral, country-wide program be instituted 
that will pay owners a premium to scrap 
their older vehicles.  He says that there 
does not to be trials since programs in 
the states mentioned as well as Colo-
rado, Delaware, Illinois, Virginia and 
some Canadian provinces are already in 
operation to pay owners to scrap older 
vehicles.  In California the current pre-
mium paid is $1000.  In Texas it can be 
as high as $3500. 

 

Many people and some organizations 
have come out against Mr. Blinderôs 
ideas.   

 
I would like to tell you about the Califor-
nia study, some information about the 
federal Congestion Mitigation and Air 
Quality (CMAQ) Improvement Program 
and what others are saying so that you 
may decide and possibly act.  I believe 
that this program will endanger the resto-
ration and collectability of older cars like 
our Thunderbirds. 

 
Although not named in any of Mr. 
Blinderôs editorials or interviews my re-
search has found a 2004 Report to the 
California Legislature that is titled Accel-
erated Light-Duty Vehicle Retirement 
Program2.  I believe that this is the study 
that Mr. Blinder refers to.  Found in this 
report was this statement: 

 
ARBôs (Air Resources Board) 
inventory, which is based on infor-
mation from the Department of 
Motor Vehicles, estimates that 
about half of cars live to 15 years 
old, and one-quarter of cars live 
to 20 years old. However, it is 
interesting to note that of those 
cars that do survive to 20 years, 
about 40 percent of those will 

survive at least 10 more years. 

 
Eventually, these older vehicles 
will be retired, permanently re-
moving their emissions. However, 
in order to meet our federally-
mandated deadlines for clean air, 
ARB has developed programs to 
accelerate the retirement of older 

vehicles3. 

 
I always think someone is trying to hide 
something when they talk in percentages 
so I looked up some statistics to find 
what kind of numbers the report is talking 
about.  From the October 2006 DOT Bu-
reau of Transportation Statistics there 
were 19.4 million registered vehicles in 
California with a population of 36.4 mil-
lion.  The median age (meaning half the 
vehicles are newer and half are older 
than) was 9.2 years.  By working back-
wards with this estimate I figured that 

around 3 million cars out of 19.5 million 
would be the ñgross pollutersò as the 
report calls them.  The report continues 
to say that the state can improve the 
environment byé 

 
éidentifying and permanently 
retiring those heavily used vehi-
cles that do the greatest harm to 
our air quality. Scrap or voluntary 
vehicle retirement programs can 
be a cost-effective way to immedi-
ately reduce emissions from older 
vehicles, and is the only way to 
reduce emissions from the 30-
year and older vehicles that are 
exempt from Californiaôs biennial 
Smog Check program. (emphasis 
added)4 

 
So now I think I see the goal of the pro-
gram. Right there in the first paragraph of 
the Executive Summary of the report 
they say the only way to reduce emis-
sions from 30+ year old vehicles is to 
have them scrapped !  This would be a 
death knell for antique and collector car 
hobby and businesses.   

 
I will agree that a 13 to 30 year old vehi-
cle that is not taken care of will probably 
be a polluter.  But than again a vehicle of 
any year that is not maintained properly 
will become a polluter.  There is no way 
of knowing which vehicles have emis-
sions problems without proper testing.  
By putting all vehicles that have attained 
a certain age into a group found to be 
gross polluters is too easy.  What these 
states fail to do is set and test to a cer-
tain standard.  By testing all vehicles you 
eliminate only the specific unmaintained 
polluting vehicles, the vehicles that are 
maintained properly by a conscientious 
owner/collector are not bothered.

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Another point that was not brought up is 
that the federal Congestion Mitigation 
and Air Quality (CMAQ) Improvement 
Program does not recognize scrapping 
vehicles as a way of increasing air qual-
ity.  This federal program provides funds 
to states for air quality improvement 
through traffic and vehicle updating.  I 
found no mention of scrapping vehicles 
as a way to improve air quality. "In fact, 
states are currently prohibited from using 
federal funds for Cash for Clunkers pro-
grams under the CMAQ Improvement 
Program," says Steve McDonald, 
SEMA's (Specialty Equipment Market 
Association) Vice President of Govern-
ment Affairs5. "The reasons are simple. 
Regulators have focused on a vehicle's 
age rather than the emissions the vehicle 
produces, based on the erroneous per-
ception that all older cars are dirty cars. 
These clunker programs do not bother to 
measure the real emissions of the vehi-
cles involved. Rather, the programs 
"estimate" emissions reductions using 
numbers that are significantly over-
stated."  

 

SEMA is currently advising it 7358 mem-
ber companies to contact their represen-
tatives and communicate their dissatis-
faction with this proposal.  SEMA would 
like to see better use of maintenance 
programs that maximize the emissions 
systems of existing vehicles.  The volun-
tary repair and upkeep of emissions sys-
tems is a win-win for consumers, dealers 
and manufacturers they say. 

 
Summit Racing Equipment, a nation wide 
supplier of automotive and racing parts, 
has also come out against the ñCash for 
Clunkersò program.  The company has 
stated that may of the vehicles that the 
program targets are sitting in garages or 
storage6.   The program is a misguided 
attempt to claim the countryôs air quality 
or fleet fuel mileage is being improved.  
Consequently, the only thing the program 
would accomplish is the destruction of 
classic, historic and special interest vehi-
cles. The amount of parts and parts-cars 
available for repair, restoration and cus-
tomization projects would be reduced. 

 
 

Steven Levitt writing for the New York 
Times (the same paper that ran the 
Blinder editorial) in its Freakonomics 
section also disagrees with the supposed 
benefits of the program.   ñThis plan has 
the general feel of a gun buyback pro-
gram, but instead of buying crappy old 
guns the government is buying crappy 
cars7.ò    He goes on to say that ñthe ma-
jority of the vehicles turned in will not 
have been driven much, if at all.ò  Thus 
there would not be the change in emis-
sions as is expected.   

 
Robert Redding, a representative for the 
Automotive Service Association (an or-
ganization for owners and managers of 
automotive service businesses), is a be-
liever in the repair option also.  He writes 
on AutoInc. Online Edition ñIf pollution is 
the target, then the U.S. Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) and many 
states need to get back to ensuring that 
vehicle emissions-testing programs cover 
the nation, not just some states and non-
attainment areas.  The current leadership 
of the EPA has not encouraged these 
(emissions) programs.ò 8  

 
This ñCash for Clunkersò program has 
the first steps to eliminate many of the 
vehicles that our hobby/profession de-
pend on for restoration, repair or parts.  
There does not seem to be any body of 
evidence to show that older cars are the 
gross polluters that they are made out to 
be.  There are also other options that are 
more productive in checking pollution 
from every vehicle and eliminating those 
cars from the road.  I believe that this 
program is wrong.  I would hope that you 
would take some time to look at some of 
the arguments for this program and see 
just how bad it may be for those of us 
that take pride in and care for our older 
vehicles.   

 

 

Editors note:  The following was 

taken from SEMA website on 

January 28th, 2009.   

 

This program (Cash for Clunkers) was 
not included in the economic stimulus 
package introduced last week in the 

House of Representatives.  Unfortu-
nately, several members of Congress did 
not hear the message and last week in-
troduced separate legislation called the 
ñAccelerated Retirement of Inefficient 
Vehicles Act.ò This is Cash for Clunkers 
with a twist. Instead of focusing exclu-
sively on older cars, this program would 
target ñgas guzzlersò (18 mpg or less) of 
any model year.  

The legislation would establish a govern-
ment program to use taxpayer dollars to 
purchase and crush vehicles into blocks 
of scrap metal. The cash vouchers would 
range from $2,500ï$4,500 based on the 
model year and whether the replacement 
vehicle was a fuel-efficient new car or 
used car (MY 2004 or later). 

The threat against owning an older vehi-
cle is out there.  Please find some time to 
phone, write or e-mail your representa-
tives (see page 4) and let them know 
your concerns.  There is not much time 
to lose.

¶ Build strong relationships with elected officials    

¶ Educate elected officials and staff on the car hobby:

¶ Become a positive, involved and vibrant part of our com-

Most importantly, hobbyists must learn to work the system. Auto 
enthusiasts and clubs must learn to lobby. But don't forget, 
there's a right way and a wrong way to get your point across. 
Here are a few tips: 

¶ Maintain a polite and positive tone in your correspon-
dence.  

¶ Never vilify a legislator or his or her policy.  

¶ Check letters and e-mails for proper grammar and spell-
ing.  

¶ Follow up on letters with a brief, polite phone call.  

¶ Save your political leanings for the voting booth.  

¶ Be proactive! Offer ideas and assistance before your 
hobby is threatened.  

It is your right to petition your representatives to let them under-
stand your viewpoint.
